This form is concerned with requests for tracing access to the EPS, for primary and secondary care purposes only.  It relates to an organisation being able to either electronically prescribe medication, electronically dispense medication, or both.

EPS Access Approval Process
The EPS Access Approval process begins upon receipt of this form to epsonboarding@nhs.net, once received the form will be reviewed by the EPS team and returned with feedback.
If your use case is accepted a call will be set up to begin the onboarding process, if your access request is rejected feedback will be provided and you are welcomed to submit this form again.
If the information is incomplete or requires clarification this may delay the process, so NHS Digital strongly encourages the submission of full details. If required, support is available by contacting epsonboarding@nhs.net.
Definitions and Principles
· Supplier(s):  Developers of the system and/or service that will interface with EPS on the Spine. This system/service will be subject to a process of technical conformance or assurance. This technical assurance process is entirely separate from the EPS Access Approval process. Any subsidiary / secondary suppliers are the responsibility of the ‘principal’ Supplier.
· End User Organisation (EUO):  The organisation whose health and care professionals (HCPs) will be the users of the Supplier system/service (if appropriate).  This may be a commissioning body with an oversight role of users, eg, Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) for a system/service used by GPs.  
· NHS Digital: The organisation with responsibility for the EPS on the Spine and the authority for granting access to the EPS.
Completion Notes
When assessing the EPS Access Request, NHS Digital will rely on the information about both Suppliers (if any) and EUOs that is provided on this form and in any supporting attachments.  If EUO details are filled in by the Supplier (on behalf of the EUO), it is the Supplier’s responsibility to check these with the EUO.
