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1. [bookmark: _Toc200700442]Purpose of Document
This document defines the functional requirements for provision of additional data in respect of eligibility, pregnancy, care home details, residential home details and vaccination location, captured at the point of care of vaccination delivery. The flow of this data to NHS England is specified in the latest version of the technical specification “Extended attributes for additional data capture” Technical Specification. The provision of additional data is limited to COVID19 and flu for now but may be extended to other section 7a vaccine types in the future. 

The intention is that this specification is healthcare setting agnostic, so can be used to support capture of additional information relating to vaccination activity across Community Pharmacy, GP, Health and Justice healthcare settings and mass vaccination sites & mobile hubs for example.

The document is intended to be used by developers in organisations supplying vaccination information to NHS England, as part of the user interface, data storage and extract creation process.

IMPORTANT: From the date at which a supplier is onboarded with this version of the specification, until further notice, the flow of any additional data/extended attributes information to NHS England must relate only to Covid vaccinations, and then only for the attributes specified in the individual tables further in this document. For clarification Flu additional data/extended attributes information should not be shared with NHS England at this time.

The national flu and COVID immunisation programme require IT system providers to support the effort by providing NHS England with a feed of data for Seasonal Flu, COVID (and potentially in future other) vaccines to support vaccination take up. The data will ultimately feed call/recall, operational reporting facilities and other secondary uses such as public health surveillance of vaccine uptake and effectiveness.


3. [bookmark: _Toc200700444]Data collection interfaces and values
This section defines the functional changes required for capturing the required additional information.
[bookmark: _Toc200700445]3.1 Eligibility Criteria
The eligibility criteria captured by this specification will solely be used for secondary use such as reporting purposes and will be shared with Federated Data Platform (FDP) via existing data sharing capabilities. 
As per sections 3.1.1 and 3.1.2, there are different eligibility criteria that must be captured depending on whether a vaccination administered is for COVID-19 or seasonal flu, and whether a seasonal flu vaccination is administered in a Community Pharmacy-led sites.
Requirements in section 3.1 are relevant for all organisations capturing additional information for flu or COVID vaccines.

· POC system providers must not share the eligibility reason with NHS England where the ‘Populate?’ column in Table 1.1 has a value of ‘N’
Each reason corresponds to an attribute that has a unique reference number, text to display and allowed values. 
The data to be passed to NHS England will include the Attribute ID, Text displayed, and corresponding Value. Details for file format can be found in the “Extended attributes for additional data capture” Technical Specification.
The following field mappings apply:
ATTRIBUTE_ID – ID Number as per the relevant table below
ATTRIBUTE_DISPLAYED_TEXT – Text displayed in user interface and sent to NHS England via the extended attribute data flow
ATTRIBUTE_VALUES – Allowed values as per table below corresponding to ID number
The ‘Populate?’ field has been added to indicate where the collected data must or must not be sent to NHS England. Where the ‘Populate?’ field has a ‘Y’ indicated, then the data must be sent as per the instructions for that field.  Where the ‘Populate?’ field has a ‘N’ indicated, then that data must not be sent to NHS England. This is to ensure that NHS England is only sent data where a known use case exists for that data. 

	
	Additional Information
Guidance Note: COVID-19 and Seasonal Flu eligibility reasons must be treated independently. Where a supplier system captures co-administrated vaccinations, an eligibility reason must be captured for each vaccination. There is no requirement for the eligibility reasons to be the same for each individual vaccination

The reason recorded for eligibility must match the campaign under which the vaccine has been administered

NHS England require the collection of data on vaccinations occurring in Care Homes for Seasonal Flu and COVID vaccines.
A care home is understood to be defined as a facility which provides accommodation and personal care and always has at least one qualified nurse on duty.

Qualifying care homes can be identified from the list published [XML Organisation Data Products - NHS Digital] or [Home – NHS TRUD].
To ensure high quality data, users should be able to select from the list via a smart search using the name or post code of the organisation. 
If the care home is not present, users should be able to select “Other care home” and enter the details manually as defined in Table 3. 
The supplier shall ensure that the list of qualifying care homes available for the user to select is kept up to date.
· POC system providers must only share care home details with NHS England where the ‘Populate?’ column in Table 3 has a value of ‘Y’
· POC system providers must not share care home details with NHS England where the ‘Populate?’ column in Table 3 has a value of ‘N’
The ‘Populate?’ field has been added to indicate where the collected data must or must not be sent to NHS England. Where the ‘Populate?’ field has a ‘Y’ indicated, then the data must be sent as per the instructions for that field.  Where the ‘Populate?’ field has a ‘N’ indicated, then that data must not be sent to NHS England. This is to ensure that NHS England is only sent data where a known use case exists for that data. 

	
	Additional Information
As many events are likely to occur during a given visit to a care home, it is important to minimise burden on users. Users should not be required to enter care home details for each event, and it is preferable if they can be entered once and persisted to all vaccination events in the session at a given location. This may be done by e.g. automatically pre-population based on the value of the previous vaccination event until the user makes a change, or as a session configuration set up at the beginning and end of a session.
Care home details should be passed to NHS England in the “Extended attributes for additional data capture” Technical Specification, with the details passed as four attributes as per the table below.

	Additional Implementation Details
Because there is no definitive list of all qualifying facilities, the user will need to indicate that the event is occurring at a Residential Facility and enter its details. The details to be captured are specified in ‘Table 5A’

Residential facility details should be passed to NHS England in the “Extended attributes for additional data capture” Technical Specification, with the details passed as per Table 5B

· POC system providers must only share residential facility details with NHS England where the ‘Populate?’ column in Table 5b has a value of ‘Y’
· POC system providers must not share residential facility details with NHS England where the ‘Populate?’ column in Table 5b has a value of ‘N’
The ‘Populate?’ field has been added to indicate where the collected data must or must not be sent to NHS England. Where the ‘Populate?’ field has a ‘Y’ indicated, then the data must be sent as per the instructions for that field.  Where the ‘Populate?’ field has a ‘N’ indicated, then that data must not be sent to NHS England. This is to ensure that NHS England is only sent data where a known use case exists for that data. 

	
	Additional Information
As many events are likely to occur during a given visit to a residential facility, it is important to minimise burden on users. Ideally, users should be able to preload and add to a list of such facilities maintained in their instance of the point of care system, to then be selected via drop down or smart search when recording a particular vaccination event.
Additionally, users should ideally not be required to enter or select residential facility for each event as there will likely be multiple events recorded at each facility, it is preferable if they can be entered once and persisted to all vaccination events in the session. This may be done by e.g. automatically pre-population based on the value of the previous vaccination event until the user makes a change, or as a session configuration set up at the beginning and end of a session.
