	Group A
(very low risk)
	Retinoblastoma ≤3 mm (in basal dimension or thickness)

	Group B
(low risk)
	Retinoblastoma >3mm (in basal dimension or thickness) or
· Macular location (≤3 mm to foveola)
· Juxtapapillary location (≤1.5 mm to disc)
· Additional subretinal fluid (≤3 mm from margin)

	Group C
(moderate risk)
	Retinoblastoma with:
· Subretinal seeds ≤3 mm from tumour
· Vitreous seeds ≤3 mm from tumour
· Both subretinal and vitreous seeds ≤3 mm from tumour

	Group D
(high risk)
	Retinoblastoma with:
· Subretinal seeds >3 mm from tumour
· Vitreous seeds >3 mm from tumour
· Both subretinal and vitreous seeds >3 mm from tumour

	Group E
(very high risk)
	Extensive retinoblastoma occupying >50% globe or with:
· Neovascular glaucoma
· Opaque media from haemorrhage in anterior chamber, vitreous or subretinal space
· Invasion of postlaminar optic nerve, choroid (>2 mm), sclera, orbit, anterior chamber
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
